Bidding Disputes: The highest bidder will be the buyer, and if dispute arises
between two or more bidders, the horse in dispute shall immediately be put up
again for advance bids. If there be no advance, the horse shall go to the
person from whom the auctioneer recognized as the last bid.

The right to
bid is reserved by all Sellers.

Buyers Payment: Terms of sale are cash (U.S. funds only) to be paid on the
day of the sale. Method of payment shall be Cash, Cashier’s Check, Travelers
Checks, Visa or Mastercard, or pre-approved Personalized Bank Check which
has been verified and approved by Western Heritage Sales Co. A 3% fee will
be added to the purchase price if payment is made by credit card.
